Revised Code of Points:  Cleo raised a query regarding the number of compulsory body difficulties in a Senior routine of 7 difficulties or less as the Code is unclear.  JC will ask the Chair of the FIG for clarification.

British Championships:  

The Chordiem proposal and estimate for the audio visual promotion was discussed.  It was agreed that BG should be asked to obtain additional quotes.

It is important that costs are kept to a minimum where possible and local runners would be asked to assist if available.

There was a request from Kay Salter from GMPD that the British Championships for this discipline be included in our British Championships.  It was agreed that this would be possible if the GMPD judging sheets and values were based on the revised FIG Code of Points to facilitate judging.  It was suggested that Barbara Bailey be asked to be the control panel for GMPD.

Trophies:  

It is wished that the existing trophies be re-cycled where possible and the names of historic champions be engraved on a plate to be affixed to a new base.  Nicky will check the effectiveness and costings of this.
